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ACIAR forms part of the Australian Government’s overseas aid
program and works toward the aid program’s objective of assisting
developing countries to reduce poverty and achieve sustainable
development in line with the national interest. The aid program is
guided by four thematic priorities: accelerating economic growth,
fostering functioning and effective states, investing in people, and
promoting regional stability and cooperation.

ACIAR works collaboratively with AusAID in areas of mutual
priority, with both organisations contributing to the whole-of-
Government emphases of the aid program.

A range of interactions occurs at the program and desk level. Joint
